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Birdwatching
Over 260 species of birds have been recorded at

Chew Lake alone.

Waders like the dunlin and snipe feed around the

muddy shoreline, and reed and sedge warblers

nest in the reeds fringing the lake. Overall,

including Blagdon and Barrow there are 

8 bird hides available. To access these 

(except the Bittern trail hide which is available 

to all) you will need to purchase a permit. 

These can be bought from Woodford Lodge,

Blagdon Lodge and at the Tea Shop 

during the summer.
